She
resisted getting in the airplane to go to the city, but finally agreed to go. However, the
day of the flight she called us and said that she wasn't going to go. "l believe in the
herbs that | can use,” she said. I feel afraid and | think that God is telling me to stay."
With the help of a trusted elder in the village we talked to her on the phone for about 20

minutes, walking her through the anxiety.

Ultimately the decision was hers, but we knew that without a surgery she would lose the
use of her arm. As we stood around the phone we were called into prayer; the devil was
using fear to destroy what could be a blessing. After a few moments, she agreed to be

ready when the plane came to get her.

Today she is a whole woman!
